Upon returning 
home, he married, had 3 children, 
and joined the American Legion 
Maspeth Post 783. Andrew held 
many offices including Historian, 
Treasurer, and Commander. He was 
a community activist for Maspeth 
and part founder of the Mespatches 
Drum & Bugle Corps of Post 783. 

 

In honor of his service to his country and community, the street where he lived for 72 years, 
60th Drive, was co-named as a remembrance for his volunteer work and love for Maspeth, 
NY by the 30th District, Councilman Robert Holden. His daughter is Kathy DeRouin, Unit 19.
